Leger,the largestCanadian-ownedpollingandmarketingresearchfirm, in collaborationwith the Canadianpress,conductedthis Websurveywith
a representativesampleof 1,516Canadiansand 1,003Americans,over the ageof 18, selectedfrom[9hΩǎ(LegerOpinion)representativepanel.
Thequestionnaireconsistedof 25 questionsandwascompletedin 10 minuteson average. Datacollectiontook placefrom January15th, 2021to
January17th, 2021, via Computer-AssistedWeb Interviewingtechnology(CAWI). Using2016Censusreferencevariables,the Canadiandata was
then analyzedandweightedby our statisticiansaccordingto gender,age,mother tongue,region,educationlevelandthe presenceof childrenin
householdsin order to rendera representativesampleof the generalpopulation. Using2010U.S. Censusreferencevariables,the Americandata
wasthen analyzedandweightedby our statisticiansaccordingto gender,age,region,race/ethnicity,householdsizeandeducationlevel in order
to rendera representativesampleof the generalpopulation.

The LEO(LegerOpinion) panel is the largest Canadianpanel with over 400,000 representativepanelistsfrom all regions of Canada. LEO
was created by Legerbasedon a representativeCanadiansampleof Canadiancitizenswith Internet access. LEO'spanelistswere randomly
selected(RDD)through Leger'scall centre, panelistsfrom more hard-to-reach target groupswere also added to the panel through targeted
recruitment campaigns. Thedouble-opt-in selectionprocess,a model to detect fraud and the renewalof 25% of the paneleachyear ensures
complete respondentquality. To ensurea higher responserate and reach people on their mobile devices,Legerhas also developeda high-
performanceAppleand Androidapplication. In fact, Legeris the only Canadianresearchfirm offering both the numberand quality of panelists.
Most competingpollingfirms in Canadaandthe UnitedStatesalsousethe LEOpanel.

A margin of error cannot be associatedwith a non-probability samplein a panel survey. For comparisonpurposes,a probability sampleof
this sizewould havea marginof error ±2.53%, 19 times out of 20 for the Canadiansampleandof ±3.09%, 19 times out of 20 for the American
sample. Theresultspresentedin this studycomplywith the publicopinionresearchstandardsanddisclosurerequirementsof CRIC(the Canadian
Researchand InsightsCouncil)and the globalESOMARnetwork. Legeris a foundingmemberof CRICand is activelyinvolvedin raisingquality
standardsin the surveyindustry. PresidentJean-Marc Légeris a memberof the/wL/ΩǎBoardof Directorsand the Canadianrepresentativeof
ESOMAR.
