Despite the ongoing challenges arising from the contagion the ACS finances were stable for the
fiscal year 2020 -2021. On the basis of annual operations we generated a deficit of $1,217 from the
annual operations of the Association based on record levels of revenue of $1,367,340 and
expenditure at $1,368,557.

The first public event of the newly established ACS Covid -19 Social Impacts
network was chaired by Jack Jedwab , and consisted of two feature sessions.
The first shared the latest findings on the varying economic and social

impacts of COVID -19 from Statistics Canada as well as survey data from the
Association for Canadian Studies/Leger Marketing that had a focus on

newcomers and minorities. The other session featured policy makers,

researchers and immigrant service providers describing the challenges being
encountered by newcomers in this unprecedented crisis.

The first of the web conference series was a resounding success, with 1263
online registrations and 921 participants who signed in via Zoom, most of
whom were either policy  -makers, practitioners or researchers.

In March 2020 the ACS convened the COVID -19 Social Impacts Network , a multidisciplinary group of public
servants, statisticians, social science and public health academics, and leaders of civil society organizations

that met virtually on a weekly or bi -weekly basis to identify various research questions for the Canadian
public, indicators for measurement and socio -demographics of interest incorporated into weekly surveys put
into the field by Léger. The mission of the network was to generate the most timely results to track Canadian

attitudes and behaviours as they relate to COVID -19 over time.

Results have been reported reqgularly (at least weekly/bi -weekly) across multiple news media platforms through a

partnership that Léger established with Canadian Press as well as other media contacts.
